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A living mix

Residential

The majority of the buildings within the 
area bordered by Irving Street to the 
north and Wellington and O’Connor 
Street to the south will be residential. 
This area will encompass major open 
space reserves including the main 
park as well as Wellington and Balfour 
Street parks. 

Adjacent to Chippendale, building 
heights have been lowered and 
densities reduced to strengthen the 
connection between this section of 
the Broadway development and the 
existing Chippendale neighbourhood. 
There will be provision for home offices 
within this residential sector, reflecting 
future work habits and the existing 
mixed use nature of Chippendale. 

Frasers is considering developing the 
southern section of the site as one 
of the first stages of development, in 
order to:

•	� Allow for early access by the public 
to the parks

•	� Create a buffer between immediate 
neighbours on Wellington Street 
and construction  
activity elsewhere  
on the site. 

Iconic residential buildings  
of exemplary architectural  
quality are being designed 
for the corner of Broadway  
and Kent Road by Ateliers  
Jean Nouvel and Johnson,  
Pilton Walker . These two  
apartment blocks will  
provide the best in  
contemporary high-rise  
living, incorporating an  
edgy urban form with a  
focus on natural  
ventilation and  
green spaces. 

Commercial/Retail

A predominantly commercial precinct 
will be created along the Broadway 
interface in the north west corner of 
the site, including the establishment of 
an iconic building by Foster + Partners. 
Frasers is committed to ensuring 
this precinct is defined by signature 
buildings to: 

•	� help instill commercial confidence 
in the southern CBD 

•	� give Broadway a suitably  
global outlook.

Frasers Place, a prestige serviced 
apartment building, is intended to  
be included in Block 2 with a frontage 
to  Broadway.

One of the major alterations in the 
proposed concept plan has been to 
remove a significant amount of floor 
space from Block 11 in order to create 
a better relationship between the 
development and the buildings located 
on Wellington Street. A new park space 
occupies the majority of the Wellington 
St frontage of Block 11.
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Heritage	

Frasers will retain and adaptively reuse 
all significant heritage items on the 
site identified in the approved concept 
plan, incorporating them into modern 
architectural surrounds. 

Main entrance gateway will be 
retained in its original art deco 
condition as an important historical 
marker to the site.

The brewery complex is the largest 
and most comprehensive set of 
heritage items on the site. It includes 
the Chimney Stack, Malt Silo Building, 
Old Boiler House and several other 
functional artefacts which exemplify 
the evolution of the brewing industry. 
The majority of the buildings will be 
adaptively reused for commercial, 
cultural and retail development.

A new urban square will be created 
around the old Brewery Yard as a focus 
for outdoor and social activity. 

County Clare Hotel was built in 1939 
and has been a popular drinking spot 
for local residents over many decades. 
It will be retained in its current 
condition and sit as an eye catching art 
deco frontispiece to the planned, lively 
Kensington Street laneway precinct. 

The Australian Hotel has long been 
associated with the Brewery and its 
workers. Its current footprint and 
façade will remain unchanged; however, 
a new commercial building will be built 
over the existing hotel. This will be set 
back and above the existing structure 
retaining the distinctive look of the 
Australian Hotel from ground level.

The Kensington Street has a number 
of high value heritage buildings 
consisting of mainly Federation and 
Victorian period cottages, terrace 
houses and four warehouse buildings. 
These were degraded during the 
brewery period. They will be restored 
to become an intimately scaled retail 
and café precinct.

Since purchasing the Old Kent Brewery 
site Frasers have purchased the two 
buildings in Kensington Street which 
were not owned by Fosters Brewing 
and added them into the overall 
masterplan for the site.

The Castle Connell Hotel replaced an 
earlier hotel of the same name built 
circa 1878. This site has been used as 
hotel for nearly 100 years and has a 
long association with the Brewery site 
and its workers. Under the modified 
concept plan The Castle Connell Hotel 
is no longer surrounded by built forms 
and can be viewed substantially in  
the round. 

Tooth’s Administration buildings 
are soon to be vacated by the Fosters 
Group who are still using them as office 
space. These are stunning buildings, 
with well maintained interiors and 
will be redeveloped for commercial 
and retail use. An additional level is 
proposed, predominantly within the 
roof form of the existing building.

The Old Kent Brewery site 
housed the largest and oldest 
continuously operating 
brewery in NSW. It remains 
as part of the rich history of 
Australian industry and bears 
witness to the evolution of the 
brewery over 170 years.  
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Open space and landscaping

Under the modified concept plan 
Frasers Property has significantly 
increased publicly accessible parklands 
to create a diversity of spaces for 
active and passive recreational uses. 
Included in this increase is a major 
addition to the main park which, with 
increased sunlight exposure, will 
become an even better space to kick a 
ball, have a coffee with friends or just 
sit and read the newspaper.  

A series of smaller open parks and 
other publicly accessible spaces 
have been created, leading to the 
increased amount of open space. This 
open space will improve pedestrian 
and cyclist safety and thoroughfare 
within and around the site. These green 
environments will also break up the 
built urban form to create an improved 
aesthetic for residents, workers and 
visitors alike. Streets and parks will be 
illuminated and incorporate passive 
surveillance from adjoining buildings to 
ensure a safe environment during the 
middle of the day or night.

Frasers will be talking to the community 
and the City of Sydney to make sure 
that all of the open spaces  
and parklands are enjoyable  
and functional.

Turf Design in collaboration with Jeppe 
Aagaard Andersen is undertaking the 
landscape master planning for the site.

Turf Design is an Australian 
firm specialising in landscape 
architecture, urban design and urban 
ecology. The practice combines 
international and local projects 
in public domain, community 
development, urban infrastructure 
and major events. 

Jeppe Aagaard Andersen has worked 
both as a landscape architect and 
as a free artist. He has had his own 
architectural office since 1987 and 
has worked in Denmark, Europe, 
Australia and Asia.

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Solar Access

One of the major issues raised by the 
community in respect to the existing 
concept plan for Frasers Broadway was 
overshadowing of the Main Park. Under 
the modified concept plan the design 
team have been able to increase 
overall floor area while increasing the 
percentage of sunlight falling onto 
public spaces. 

Foster and Partners have undertaken 
a comparison of the solar access 
received to the approved main park 
and the proposed park within the 
amended concept plan. The analysis 

shows that the proposed main park 
will have an area in sunlight, between 
the critical hours of 12pm and 2pm at 
all times of the year, greater than the 
previously approved park.

The modified Concept Plan meets the 
solar access requirements as defined 
for the previously approved Concept 
Masterplan. This requires that on June 
21st (Winter Solstice), a minimum of 
two hours sunlight, between the hours 
of 7.30am and 4.30pm, must reach at 
least 70 percent of all apartments in  
the development.

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Transport

Frasers Broadway has an outstanding 
central location in Sydney, with 
extensive access to public buses and 
trains. In designing the road layout and 
associated transport infrastructure, 
Frasers has encouraged walking, 
cycling and public transport use, while 
minimising car traffic. Discussions 
have been held with neighbouring 
stakeholders including the Roads 
and Traffic Authority (RTA) and the 
University of Technology (UTS), 
to ensure that internal walking 
and cycling pathways link with 
neighbouring uses. 

Some of the major traffic management 
proposals in the modified concept  
plan include:

•	� Shared basement car park areas 
between blocks to reduce surface 
traffic. Under the new plans  
cars will be able to access 
underground parking within 10 
metres of entering the site

•	� Decreasing the amount of car 
parking from 2,400 spaces to 2,000. 

•	� Reducing through traffic and 
increasing pedestrian amenity by 
removing some internal streets

Other key sustainable transport 
initiatives that will be considered in 
the detailed design stages of Frasers 
Broadway include:

•	� Prioritising parking and 
infrastructure for bicyclists and 
plug-in-hybrids

•	� Utilising car parking management 
and leasing arrangements to 
encourage dual use and efficiency 
of parking spaces

•	� Creating building entrances and 
active streetscapes that encourage 
walking and cycling

•	� Creating shared roadways which 
prioritise the movement of 
pedestrians and cyclists.

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Environmental Performance

Frasers Property aims to deliver an 
urban redevelopment project which is 
recognised for its cutting edge green 
design and infrastructure. 

The following targets have been set for 
the Frasers Broadway development:

•	� Producing net zero greenhouse 
emissions from construction to 
occupation for operational use

•	� Requiring net zero mains water 
from Sydney’s drinking supply 
throughout the life of the project

•	� Creating the first 6-star (world 
leading) Green Star rated precinct 
in Australia 

•	� Striving to be a zero waste 
development from commencement 
to completion.

Designing for Sustainability

Architects chosen for the Broadway 
project have been asked to design 
buildings to the highest green standards. 
Design considerations include:

•	� Embodied energy of materials and 
designing for disassembly 

•	� Facilitating source separation 
and recycling of residential and 
commercial waste materials

•	� Sourcing materials from sustainable 
supplies and with low level of 
emissions such as recycled timber 
and low levels volatile organic 
compounds (VOCs)

•	� Utilising green roofs and walls to 
reduce heat island effects, insulate 
buildings against heat, cold and 
noise as well as clean the air.

Key environmental initiatives

A natural gas powered trigeneration 
system will be installed to supply 
power, heating and cooling needs for 
the site. Trigeneration transforms 
excess waste heat into chilled water for 
cooling purposes. 

An efficient trigeneration system can 
reduce greenhouse emissions by up to 
75 percent as compared to connection 
with the grid. 

Other energy conservation and 
efficiency measures include:

•	 Smart metering 

•	� Energy efficient  
building design 

•	� Supplementary  
renewable energy.

Recycled water system

At Frasers Broadway both rainwater 
and wastewater will be captured, 
treated and stored to be utilised for 
non-drinking purposes. Rainwater 
collected from roof areas across the 
site can be treated to a sufficient 
quality to meet most hot water needs. 
Recycled wastewater can be used 
for many non-contact requirements 
including toilet flushing, cooling towers 
and irrigation.

With supporting water conservation 
measures, such as water efficient 
fixtures and appliances, overall main 
water used on site can be reduced by 
over 80 percent.

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What’s happening on site

Frasers Property has begun to 
undertake works on site with approval 
for demolition works granted in April 
2008. Remediation and demolition 
works are scheduled to be completed 
by the mid 2009.

Demolition works

Stage One of demolition has seen 
‘soft’ material such as external piping 
removed. Stage Two includes works 
adjacent to the Abercrombie Street 
gate. The metal chimney located in 
the Brewery Complex on Irving Street 
has been removed and scaffolding 
erected adjacent to the buildings along 
Abercrombie Street. It is expected that 
demolition will take up to eight months 
for completion. 

Throughout the demolition process we 
are committed to targeting 90 percent 
of building waste by weight recycling. 
This includes 100 percent recycling of 
steel, iron and timber. 

Development will occur in stages for 
up to 8 years. The actual delivery of 
the project may vary due to market 
forces and some stages may occur 
concurrently.
