Brewery Yard, Broadway , Kensington,
Park and Abercrombie Precincts

Frasers is likely to plan the site into
five precincts.

Brewery Precinct

One of the most important heritage
areas, the Brewery Precinct, will have an
urban plaza, creating a focus for outdoor
recreation and social activity.

It will be the social hub of the redevelopment,
active from early morning through to late
evening. Buildings in this precinct will be
mainly commercial and retail.

Park and Abercrombie Precinct

This area will encompass a number of
open spaces including the large 5,000 sgm
park as well as the Wellington, O'Connor
and Balfour Street parks.

The Park and Abercrombie Precinct will
form the strongest connection between
the redevelopment and the existing
Chippendale neighbourhood to the south,
with well-defined cycle and pedestrian ways.

This area will be mainly residential

with some provision for home offices,
reflecting the existing mixed use nature of
Chippendale.

The size of buildings will gradually step
down to a scale that is comparable to
adjacent buildings along Wellington Street.

Frasers is considering developing this
precinct as one of the first stages of
development, in order to:

Allow for early access by the public to
the parks.

Create a buffer between immediate
neighbours on Wellington Street and
construction activity elsewhere on the site.

The Abercrombie Precinct will also be
mainly residential. Buildings in this area
will be comparable in height to the

existing brewery buildings but will be set
further back from the street.

This area contains Irving Street Park.

Kensington Precinct

Our vision for this area is to retain it largely
as is and create an edgy inner city laneway
precinct that is in keeping with the
character of Chippendale.

Many buildings in the Kensington Street
area have high heritage value - our
immediate task will be to stabilise the
terrace houses and other buildings in
the precinct.

Many of these buildings will be reused as
studios, small offices, galleries and cafes.
The Fosters administration building will

be retained. However the newer section
towards the south will be demolished,
allowing for better treatment of the
heritage buildings along Kensington Street.

Frasers, in partnership with the City
of Sydney, is currently exploring the
potential to use these buildings and
warehouses as temporary artists’ studios
during the initial phases of construction.

Broadway Precinct

As the most visible part of the
redevelopment and the southern
gateway to the CBD, the Broadway
Precinct will have a global outlook.
Frasers is committed to ensuring this
precinct is defined by signature buildings
of exemplary architectural quality.

This precinct will provide for a mix of
commercial and residential uses.

Frasers Place, a prestige serviced
apartment building, is intended to be
included in this area.

One of the most
important heritage areas,
the Brewery Precinct,
will have an urban plaza

The Broadway Precinct
will have a global outlook,
defined by signature
buildings of exemplary
architectural quality.

Laneways will be enhanced to provide an
edqgy inner city precinct.
