Through consultation to date, Frasers has heard that there are some concerns 
around aspects of the concept plan, for example the size and density of 
buildings, changes to the existing social mix of the area and the need for 
additional community services and facilities for new residents and workers.

♦	� Providing high quality spaces for the community, such as parks
♦	� Supporting events, attractions and community initiatives that foster 

interaction between diverse community groups 
♦	� Supporting public art initiatives
♦	� Improving safety and the perception of safety within and around the site
♦	� Providing a range of amenities and community infrastructure available for 

use by new and existing residents 
♦	� Fostering creative industries within the precinct 
♦	� Developing relationships with nearby educational and cultural institutions.
