Throughout the project, Frasers will
introduce strategies to consider our
neighbours and the environment. We
will work towards ensuring that:

Activity on site is safe for surrounding
residents and workers

The site and its surrounds are kept
tidy and presentable

The site’s perimeter has clearly signed
alternative access paths

There is a single point of contact

for issues related to site clearing

and construction activity, a
comprehensive complaint/ comments
register and management procedure

Construction impacts such as noise,
lighting and dust are minimised

All runoff is contained on site

Construction traffic to avoid local
streets where possible

Regular information to community
of the demolition and construction
program

Heritage buildings and other items
of value to be retained are fully
protected during demolition and
construction

Any out of hours work will be
restricted to essential activity as
agreed in conditions of approval.

Frasers will aim to go beyond standard
practice to achieve high targets for
energy reduction and the recycling and
reprocessing of site materials.

Frasers is currently identifying options
to recycle at least 90% by weight of the
site’s waste.

We are currently investigating the
following initiatives:

Incorporating elements of the
green building rating systems
into demolition and construction
guidelines

Maximising adaptive and onsite reuse
of existing structures and buildings

Maximising recycling or reprocessing
of site materials — at least 90% of
waste by weight is recycled or reuse,
including:

100% of steel and iron

100% of all concrete and brick
will be recycled for manufacture
of concrete and road base

100% timber, wherever possible
will be considered for reuse on site or
sold to other projects.

to recycle at least 90
percent (by weight) of
the site’s waste.
